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I. Purpose:

A. To describe the equipment used by AJCHRA.

II. Guideline:
A.  Definitions:

1. Supply or Supplies:

a) Those materials which are expected to be disposable, consumable or single use during the response to a hazardous materials incident and having a cost of less than $5,000
2. Equipment:

a) Those items such as vehicles, tools, instruments, monitors etc. that are used during the response to a hazardous materials incident and are not considered single use or disposable. Equipment is expected to be returned to service after decontamination, recalibration or service as necessary, unless damaged or contaminated beyond serviceable limits.

b) Capital Equipment are those items having a purchase or replacement cost in excess of $5,000 regardless of depreciated value.
c) Capital equipment is depreciated based upon the expected service life of the item but remains on the inventory as capital equipment due to replacement cost until disposed of using the guidelines found in section III D below.
3. Non-Standard Equipment or Supply:

a) Any equipment or supply item that item that the team has only one of that has been identified as a special need for a specific location, facility of type of response or any equipment or supply item that is not currently used by the AJCHRA. This would include those items such as a Betts Valve or propane flare.

III. Vehicles: 

A. HazMat Response Team Vehicle Equipment: Each Hazardous Materials Response Unit shall carry a minimum level of equipment.  The purpose of the minimum equipment is to provide for the ability to handle the initial stages of a HazMat response.
1. Operators of Authority owned vehicles shall have received Emergency Vehicle Operators Course (EVOC) training at the driver/operator level in addition to a vehicle operations and familiarization for the specific vehicle, by the host agency prior to operating the vehicle.
2. Minimum equipment listing for the response units may be increased depending upon identified hazards in the response area.
3. A complete listing for the response units is contained in APPENDIX A
B. Vehicle Identification and Location:
1. HazMat 1(West Metro Fire) is the AJCHRA main command van. It has Level A suits, mobile radios, portable radios, in suit communications, SCBA's, Computer with CAMEO program and other reference materials, a weather station, monitoring equipment, and ICS check sheets. This vehicle is required to respond to all “full team” calls and when otherwise requested by a HazMat Officer.

2. HazMat 2 (North Metro Fire) is a support vehicle that carries standard response supplies as well as specialized equipment used for Weapons of Mass Destruction events. This vehicle is required to respond to all “full team” calls and when otherwise requested by a HazMat Officer.

3. HazMat 3 (Adams County Fire) is a support vehicle that carries standard response supplies as well as specialized equipment used for Weapons of Mass Destruction events. This vehicle is required to respond to all “full-team” calls and when otherwise requested by a HazMat Officer.
4. HazMat 4 (Arvada Fire) is a secondary command vehicle it has Level A suits, mobile radios, portable radios, in suit communications, SCBA's, Computer with CAMEO program and other reference materials, a weather station, monitoring equipment, and ICS check sheets. This vehicle is required to respond to all “full-team” calls and when otherwise requested by a HazMat Officer.

5. HazMat 5 (West Metro Fire) is a primary HazMat response vehicle belonging to West Metro Fire Rescue Department. It is primarily a technical decontamination support vehicle and will generally respond directly with HazMat 1 to provide both equipment and additional personnel. Response is at the discretion of West Metro Fire Rescue.
6. HazMat 6 (Brighton Fire) has been remover from service pending relocation or decommissioning. 
7. HazMat 7; owned and operated by South Adams County Fire as Haz-Com is designed to be a general-purpose primary response support vehicle for hazardous materials incidents and can also perform as an Incident Command and communications vehicle. This vehicle responds at the discretion of South Adams County Fire.
8. HazMat 8 (Westminster Fire) is a 1-ton pick-up truck with covered bed. It is used as a prime tow vehicle for equipment trailers including other agency assets such as Air-Light units or self-contained foam and monitors. It may also be used as fast response vehicle to transport specialized equipment; primarily additional sorbent booms, pads socks etc. This vehicle will generally respond to all “full-team” calls and when otherwise requested by a HazMat Officer.

9. Decon 1 (Thornton Fire) is designed and equipped to support the mass decontamination requirements of a mass casualty event. It will only respond when specifically requested.

10. ARGO 6x6 (Arvada Fire) is an all-weather, all terrain Amphibious Utility Vehicle that is owned by the AJCHRA for use as a transport within the hot or warm zones that can be sufficiently decontaminated. This vehicle is housed and maintained by the Arvada Fire water rescue unit as it can serve multiple roles including water rescue.
C. Equipment Discipline: All equipment, instruments, protective clothing, tools, and kits assigned to a hazardous materials response unit are NOT to be loaned or to be used by any other response team, agency, or civilian without the express consent of the Hazardous Materials Team Group Supervisor/Branch Director on the incident scene or The Team Coordinator or duly authorized representative when not involved in an incident.

1. If at any time an item of equipment is taken out-of-service and is not available for response, or is moved to another location, the member removing the item shall contact the HazMat Offer(s) through Jeffcom dispatch or the Team Coordinator or duly authorized representative (when equipment not used for an incident) and request that a team page be transmitted to advise members of the equipment status or new location.

2. Any equipment, instrument, protective clothing, tools, supplies lost, damaged or removed from service on an incident scene shall be properly documented on the appropriate Inventory Use and Cost Recovery Forms and forwarded to the Coordinator and HazMat Officer completing the Cost Recovery Actions.
a) Supplies used during response can be replaced in one of two ways:

1) By completing the ICS form “Equipment Log” found in Appendix C at the time of the call and indicating that the item(s) need to be replaced or restocked. When received by the Team Coordinator as part of a call report, it will be reviewed and items will be restocked and billed for, as appropriate, through the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) of the call or the Designated Emergency Response Authority (DERA). On minor calls, the “Equipment Used” portion of the Incident Report form may substitute for the equipment log.

2) With the prior approval of the clean-up contractor contracted by the hazmat generator, the AHJ or the DERA, team supplies utilized may be replaced by like items on a one-for-one basis by the contractor. This is the preferred method as it simplifies billing to the generator and keeps the inventories of the team complete and consistent. Items replaced by the contractor should still be listed and noted as replaced on scene.
b) Any items utilized during training that must be removed from service or from the inventory shall be documented on the appropriate Inventory Use Forms and forwarded to the Team Coordinator for replacement or repair.

c) Any items that are found to be below inventory minimums, expired, defective or non-serviceable and in need of replacement shall be noted and a replacement request submitted to the Coordinator using the PURCHASE / REQUISITION FORM
3. Any equipment that is determined to be lost, missing, damaged, destroyed without explanation or suspected stolen must be reported to the Team Coordinator as soon as practical. The Team Coordinator will oversee investigating the circumstances attributing to the cause of damage or loss, notify the Board of Director’s and initiate further actions such as replacement, insurance claim or criminal investigation.
D. Equipment Disposal

1. Prior to the removal of equipment, instruments, monitors, computers etc. from any vehicle due to age, or, prior to the disposal of any instruments, monitors, computers etc. it shall first be determined if the instrument still functions or works in a useful manner and:

a) Determine a category of the equipment to be permanently removed from service:

1) Grant funded:

i) Potentially requiring Fiscal Agent notification of transfer or disposal

2) Legacy:

i) Still operational and used because it would be very expensive or difficult to replace it although it is no longer the most modern or advanced example.

ii) Still functions as designed but is no longer supported by the original manufacturer and is or, can be used until it is no longer functioning properly.

iii) Cannot be repaired when it no longer functions or repairs are cost prohibitive.

3) Surplus:

i) Having an amount, quantity, etc., greater than needed, yet still serviceable

4) Obsolete:

i) No longer functions in the manner for which it was purchased

ii) No longer useful because it is being replaced by something newer and more effective.

5) Trash:

i) Non-functional and cannot be repaired

ii) Has no historic or display value

iii) Cannot be used for parts

iv) Serves no purpose as a training prop
6) Electronic/Restricted Waste

i) Some instruments contain electronic materials that require special disposal by a certified recycler as determined by Colorado statute (§25-17-303 and 304 CRS) (APPENDIX K) or contains restricted materials; i.e., radioactive materials, or restricted technology; i.e., “government use only” or cannot be exported outside of the United States and therefore require special disposal techniques.
